Introduction

We introduced the Globe program to a relevant group of teachers in the beginning of this year, and we are now 10 persons in the Greenlandic Globe group. 
The five of us have an education from the teachers college and live in five different towns and village in the western part of Greenland from the North to the South. 

The rest of us have an academically education and we work all in the capital, called Nuuk.

What are we doing in the Globe network?

Our first activity in Greenland has been to make a little newspaper. The paper is called Globe - News, Greenland. This paper is sending out to the entire Globe–members in Greenland. 

I use the paper to inform the Globe group concerning teacher-training, travel-possibilities, new Globe members and new courses. 

The paper is also a forum for good ideas, links to interesting sites and as / a / room for contact / between the Globe-members. 

This newspaper has been send out for tree times this year, and I like to maker it, but – you now - it take a lot of time.
This is all The Globe group have done in the first six month; we are not started with the activities yet.

What am I doing?
The first activity at my school – a high school - has been to introduce Geographical Information System, called GIS, to some of the teachers. 

The headmaster of my school has sent two teachers and me to GIS – training in the last year, and we have already got the software so we can run the MapInfo-program. 

We wish to introduce these skills to the students in a class in biology and geography for the coming year, but we still need the hardware.

 So I have send an application to the Greenlandic government, and I hope, when I come back to my job, that we have got a bag full of money, so we can buy all the hardware we need, and so we can start the classes.

Now some words about The teacher-training
We have some problems with the training of our teachers in Greenland. 

We have got a lot of support from the Greenlandic government, to start the Globe group, but - as you possibly know from your own country - we have received very few money. 

We need especially some money to the training of our teachers. This is a problem, because the most of the teachers are living sparse in this vary big country, and the most of them need a little more command, so they can gets some information concerning the Globe-program.

Therefore, when our first course starts in September, we have only one teacher from the capital and me in the class. 

But I hope we have realized our goals next year: Got a lot of money to our teacher-training and to our new hardware.
