Program Implementation, International Cooperation in GLOBE Network, and Activities over Past Year (categorized by GLOBE Strategic Plan 2018-2023 Goals):
· Education  The project was revived in May 2023,  following a training of trainer course by the Regional coordinator, targeting 20 schools.  Since then, the schools have been active in the project and Mauritius did very well as per records for December 2023.  One of the participating schools, Queen Elizabeth College was rewarded for uploading the greatest number of readings in December 2023.
· Science  The implementation of the GLOBE Programme promotes Science as it is an illustration of how theory learnt in class can be applied in real life.  It helps to develop scientific skills through the various activities.
· Community  A group of Educators and Heads of Schools have worked together to mount a training programme for the Rectors and Educators from all state secondary schools so that they can  join the programme in 2024.  One of the participating schools sought the collaboration of the Meteorological station.
· Technology  Students and Educators make use of the available tools- their mobile phones as well as the laptops and computers at school.  No equipment has been provided to any participating schools to date.
· Communications:  A training of trainers was organized on 17-19 May 2023 to revive the project.  Information about he GLOBE Programme is shared regularly with the participating schools.
Plans and Ideas for Next Year:
· The project will be rolled out to all state secondary schools following the  training of trainers session for Heads of schools and Educators
· Collaboration will be sought with other organisations which can further this project, for example the Meteorological Station, Mauritius Institute of Education and the University of Mauritius
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
