We organized a total of 03 storytelling actions with students from kindergates and primary schools of Benin, and 1 zikazine  distribution to participants to a Words spelling competition called "la guerre des mots" on 22nd february 2020. Due to the Covid 19 situation we could not continue. Later we could publish the french version of the zika zine on flipsnack for people to view and read it at https://www.flipsnack.com/8AEB8BBBDC9/zika-zine_fr.html. This link was shared on whatsapp and social media to reach a wider audience. Participants really loved this humorous and educational graphic novel.

They won the DoS Zika prize for Africa Region and could present their research at the 2020 GLOBE Virtual Meeting.

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A research paper “Assessment of population dynamics and biting trends of Aedes aegypti in northern Benin: Public health implications.” Was published in the International Journal of Mosquito Research in October 2018. Research lead author was the Francophone Regional PHO, Dr. Rock Aikpon, Co-authors: Mark Brettenny (Regional Coordinating Officer) & Ylliass Lawani

This research presents important findings about the biting behavior of Aedes mosquitoes in Benin, and the probability of exposure to Aedes aegypti mosquitoes (based on the indoor and outdoor collection of 485 adult Aedes aegypti mosquitoes).
