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Description of the program in your country and recent activities in 2014:

· The GLOBE Program was introduced in Kenya in 1997 and 31 teachers from different schools trained on the various protocol. However, over time the activities of the GLOBE program ground to a halt and there has been a lull. To resuscitate GLOBE Program activities in Kenya, we have developed a concept paper to guide the implementation of the GLOBE Program in the country. This year (2014), we have reintroduced GLOBE activities in Kenya. On 16th October 2014, we held a GLOBE Program Sensitization workshop for Principals and Teachers from pilot schools and members of Centre for Mathematics, Science and Technology Education in Africa (CEMASTEA) at CEMASTEA centre in Nairobi, Kenya to introduce them to GLOBE program. This was followed by a 5-day GLOBE Teacher Training workshop on 1st-5th December 2014 in CEMASTEA centre, where 40 participants from 30 schools and CEMASTEA were trained on all the FIVE major protocols; atmosphere, hydrology, soil, land cover/biology and earth as a system. One key achievement has been the participation of kids in the GLOBE Art Competiion. For the second year running, kids from primary schools in Kenya scooped the first 3 positions in the Africa region.

Participating schools: 

· We have identified 30 Secondary Schools to pilot the GLOBE Program in the Country from all the regions of the country. These schools will commence taking GLOBE measurements in January 2015.

Funding by: 

· The GLOBE Program activities in Kenya are currently solely funded by the Kenya National Space Secretariat (KNSS). We are actively engaging the cooperating organizations to assist in funding to increase the footprint of the GLOBE program in Kenya.

GLOBE protocols used in country: 

· Schools have not been using GLOBE protocols in their learning activities. Since the initial training conducted in 1997, there has not been any other training. The teachers trained then,  have ceased reporting. Starting January 2015, we are anticipating revived GLOBE activities in schools whose teachers were trained in December 2014.

Number of schools currently reporting data (2014):

· As noted, we had no record of GLOBE teachers previously trained and the GLOBE schools from 1997 training have not been reporting data. This is anticipated to change in January when the GLOBE teachers trained from the 30 schools start reporting data. After the GLOBE teacher training, the teachers proceeded on school holidays and are expected to resume in January 2015.
