Kamikawa high school found that 
electrical conductivity and phoshoric acid ion marked high scores 

at the branch of the Shirakawa River. 
They focused on the relationship between water chemistry 

measurements and freshwater macroinvertebrates at their sites. 
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Marine Forest project
A fisheries high school found out  water quality became bad in the inland sea ”Asokai”

because of the lack of stream flow.
They tried to grow plants, remove oyster shells and examine water

cooperating with the community residents and local schools.
