· I have used my own networks over the past two years to inform educators about GLOBE and encourage them to get involved and do the online training etc. That especially involves letting the Royal Society and the Science Learning Hub know of opportunities so that they can promote them.

US Embassy and Consulate links:

I have continued to engage about GLOBE with a number of staff at both the US consulate and embassy, and discussing how they can provide support to help lift GLOBE activity in New Zealand. These include Katelyn Choe (Consul General), Ted Danowitz (Political-Economic Officer) and Philip McKenna (Politcal-Economic), Lauren Murray and Natalie Wilkins and Leslie Goodman (Public Affairs), and Mara Hosoda (Science).

We established a number of activities:

· Applying for an Embassy grant to enable us to hold a GLOBE training session, including possibly CMT, sometime in the first half of 2020). Unfortunately, due to Covid 19, we had to halt all our plans in this space, and the ability to incorporate CMT due to funding cessation for this has now finished. I continue to engage with the Embassy over the best way forward. They are very enthusiastic and remain committed to supporting a training workshop financially.
· We decided to also place on hold any significant GLOBE promotional presence at events in 2020 when events were back up and running, as we deemed it best that we brought the trainers here first to raise the profile and understanding of GLOBE.

· Linking to the Royal Society 
· Potential support letter from the Embassy to the Ministry of Education regarding GLOBE – currently on hold; will revisit once our borders are closer to reopening more broadly.
Government and other key meetings:

· Contact the New Zealand Association of Science Educators regarding support for GLOBE. This has occurred and I have met with them. They are looking at assisting in publicizing GLOBE opportunities to their network.
New Zealand strategic planning:

· Murray Palmer (GLOBE trainer), and John Lockley (former CC), have taken on the Assistant Coordinator role.

· A GLOBE New Zealand strategic team is in place, but due to Covid 19, the wider group have not been active in the last year.
· Local trainings are on hold, but still planned for the future, hopefully with other partners (Department of Conservation, Enviroschools network, New Zealand Association of Science Educators)
· Creation of a pilot school list – yet to be finalized
· GLOBE NZ Facebook page to be started soon to raise GLOBE profile

· Publication of STAR articles

· A STAR article on the Opunake School data series is in the early draft stages – I still plan to complete and submit this, although I need to convince the scientist involved as he feels it is not newsworthy!
· Successful meetings have previously been held with Enviroschools, ChristchurchNZ, and the NZ Association of Science Educators. ChristchurchNZ remains enthusiastic about promoting GLOBE through their Antarctic activities. We are looking at how we can work together to help promote GLOBE
· Meetings have been held with the International Antarctic Centre – their Education team is keen to look at how they can support and align with GLOBE, especially through a planned student film competition on remote sensing etc, and to do with some of their space-related outreach they do
· An initial meeting was held with Randall McDonell, Stakeholder Relations at the Crown Research Institute GNS Science so that they could look at how our Crown Research Institutes (CRI’s) might interact with GLOBE. This occurred after Randall sat in on a CSIRO webinar about GLOBE. Our CRI’s are the CSIRO equivalent.
Challenges:

The principal challenge remains securing funding for coordination and training, and also owing to Covid the inability to bring in Desh/Tony etc to conduct NZ training, which would provide the drawcard we need.
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
