By plane:

e Cologne-Bonn Airport (CGN) handles international and domestic flights and is a hub for the low
cost airlines Germanwings and TUIfly. The Airport is approximately 15 min by local train to
Cologne Central. Single Ticket fare (Zone 1b) is currently 2,80 €.

o Dusseldorf International Airport (DUS) offers intercontinental connections. Train ride from the
airport to Cologne Central takes about 40 min.

e Frankfurt International Airport (FRA) is Germanys largest airport. Train ride from the Airport (Long-
Distance-Station) to Cologne Central takes about 50 min using ICE-Service.

e Cologne is served by two major train stations — Cologne Central and Cologne Deutz Trade Fair.
o Cologne is linked with Amsterdam, Brussels and Paris by Thalys and ICE.
