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- Presentation of the GLOBE Program

January - June
- Videoconference  Pole to Pole - “Seasons and Biomes” 
Students from GLOBE schools of Fairbanks in Alaska and Ushuaia in Argenitna, exchanged their own experience about Seasons and Biomes of each Región. They were being supported by scientists from both latitudes., who, with scientific rigor, clarified their doubts.

It became a very interesting meeting.
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A Brief Summary of  the Videoconference

Dr. Peggy LeMone opened the second GLOBE Seasons and Biomes International Polar Year Pole-to-Pole Videoconference from Boulder, Colorado. Participating schools included: Escuela Provincial No. 38 Julio Argentina Roca, a GLOBE school in Esperanza, Antarctica hosted by Argentina, participating from Ushuaia, Argentina; and Randy Smith Middle School (Fairbanks), Moosewood Farm (Fairbanks), Innoko River School (Shageluk), and Wasilla High School (Wasilla), from Alaska. Students and scientists were meeting again after a year of studying changes in their environment, learning about climate change, and wondering how they, students, can become involved in climate change research. The goal of this videoconference conversation with scientists and students near both poles was thinking of ways students can be involved in climate change research in their local environments and in collaborative partnerships with scientists and other students worldwide. 

Dr. LeMone introduced Dr. Jorge Rabassa, who opened the videoconference from Ushuaia, Argentina. The word was then passed to Dr. Elena Sparrow, who opened the videoconference from Fairbanks, Alaska. 

Students were asked to think about: the most important seasonal indicators, if these are being impacted by climate change, and how they could study these indicators to see if they are impacted by climate change. Amongst the discussion topics proposed by the students were: 

· Why are leaves falling later each year? (Wasilla)

· Seasons in Ushuaia (Ushuaia)

· Rivers freeze later and melt earlier; it is not possible to fish as in the past (Shageluk)

Dr. LeMone thanked the students for helping focus the discussion and introduced herself and the scientists from the Boulder site: Dr. Marika Holland, Mr. Todd Ellis, Dr. Walt Meier. 

Dr. Sparrow introduced herself and the scientists from Alaska: Dr. Dave Valentine, Dr. Greg McFarquhar, Dr. Jenny Baeseman, and Dr. Yongwon Kim. 

Dr. Maria Del Carmen Galloni introduced herself and the scientists from Ushuaia: Dr. Jorge Oscar Rabassa, Dr. Andrea Coronato, Colonel Ugarte, and Engineer Sergio Luppo. 

After the above introductions, a question and answer session on the topic of climate change began. Students asked questions to other students and shared their observations, scientists joined them.
