Description of the program and recent activities in this sheet:
The program is carried out with teacher of Primary School and teachers of Biology, Chemistry and Geography of High School, and also pre-service teachers who will introduce the methodology in their future schools and classes.
· Attendance to the X LAC Regional Meeting in Lima, Perú, from 25 to 26 May 2013 where the 14 active country coordinators of the region were present and shared the main achievements of the period and discussed new strategies and plans for the countries. I also transferred my position of GIAC member to Godfrey Burnside from Bahamas who will be in this function from 2013 to 2015. I also presented the first collaborative project in the region that is being developed by teachers and students from Argentina, Perú and Uruguay. 
· Participation as a judge in the 27th National Fair of Science Clubs from 30th. October to 1º November 2013, where many teachers trained in GLOBE participated with their students with science projects on clouds, water quality, food.
· Development of the III GLOBE Workshop for Initial Teachers the 26 and 27 November in Montevideo, Uruguay, organized by the Country Coordinator and the support of the United States Embassy, the LAC Regional Office that made possible the coming of MT Marta Kingsland who taught the protocols of atmosphere and soil. 20 teachers and pre-service teachers attended and the Alianza Cultural Uruguay-EE.UU. provided the facilities and infrastructure to hold the workshop.
· Second face tracking and planning meeting of the Collaborative ENSO Project among Argentina, Perú and Uruguay with the participation of five teachers, a Portuguese scientist and many students at the Marin College in Buenos Aires, Argentina from 28-30 November, 2013.
