Number of Schools Reporting Data Over Past Year:  Around 35 schools in Oman were collecting data regularly.
Program Implementation, International Cooperation in GLOBE Network, and Activities over Past Year (categorized by GLOBE Strategic Plan 2018-2023 Goals):
· Education: Due to the focus on the soil protocol several teachers focused on adding GLOBE activities related to soil to their lesson plans. Those lesson plans were then shared among GLOBE schools in the country.
· Science: Teachers and students conducted research related to soil and land cover. The main topic of research was the effect of fertilizers on various soil fields.
· Community: Students and teachers participated in GLOBE events organized by the regional office such as earth day and the regional meeting.
· Technology: Students were encouraged to use the data entry and GLOBE observer apps during the holidays and during their school activities time.
· Communications: All communication with the GLOBE schools was done via an assigned GLOBE teacher in each school.
Plans and Ideas for Next Year:

We are hoping to increase the number of research and participants in the IVSS competition. Many students conduct research but never share it with their peers and community. As a result, we are planning on giving more incentives to students to share their work and research. 
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
