1) Upload your data to globe.gov website

2) See the graph of your tree color change at the GLOBE Visualization tool
Once your data are uploaded, you can see a graph of leaf color change and print it out

3) Compare your data to the data of another school at the GLOBE Visualization tool
- Filter out the Green Down data from schools in your country or any other location
- Compare the same species and see if the date of last leaf lost was the same
- Ask students to come with a hypothesis why the last leaf lost date differs. Let them
find out more about the specific conditions of the site where the tree grows (latitude,
longitude, elevation, air temperature, precipitation)
